DEFINITION:  
Career Program 18 (CP-18) is comprised of Department of the Army civilians who perform duties and responsibilities in eight functional categories: Civil Works Planning, Construction, Engineering, Project Management, Public Works, Real Estate, Operations and, Research and Development.   These positions are primarily involved with planning, design, construction, operation, maintenance, and repair of military facilities; cartography and geodesy; planning, design, construction, operation and maintenance of civil works projects; hazardous toxic waste remediation and installation restoration programs; and management of land, water, and related natural resources for public purposes and research in such fields.
CP-18 is comprised of individuals working in a wide variety of organizations including Installations, Acquisition program offices, Research Development and Engineering Centers, Army labs, Logistics Centers, Medical research and training centers, depots, and all levels of headquarters.  Careerists are geographically located world-wide.
Career Program Designation:

Managers assign Career Program designation to positions based on a comparison of duties and assigned responsibilities to the description of CP-18 duties and responsibilities below. When the preponderance of duties are representative of those described below, the position description should be coded CP-18 and this decision reflected in both FASCLASS and the Defense Civilian Personnel Data System.  When questions arise over the appropriate Career Program designation the manager should contact the CP-18 Career Program Management Office staff at 202-761-7493 for guidance.  The servicing CPAC HR advisor can assist in documenting the career program designator as required.

CP-18 Duties and Responsibilities: (not a complete listing)
· Study, planning, and conceptual design of civil works projects that solve local and regional problems with water resources
· Plan formulation, economic and social analysis, environmental analysis, analysis of laws and regulations and flood plain planning assistance
· Management of construction contacts for military facilities and civil works projects 

· Staff supervision of contract construction work, inspection of contactors' work to ensure compliance with contract requirements assembly of construction data and information to assist in the planning and engineering functions and assisting procurement activities with package development

· Collection and evaluation of basic engineering information and management of civil works and military construction projects during the planning, design, construction and operations phases
· Perform duties and responsibilities that are related to, or are in support of, the management or execution of installation of environmental, natural/cultural resource functions

· Ensure compliance in such areas as air, water, noise, hazardous substances, waste management, emergency response, non-hazardous waste management, pollution prevention and recycling, asbestos abatement and site restoration
· Oversee management and regulation of the nation's water resources and improvements to rivers, harbors and waterways for navigation, flood control, hydroelectric power, recreation, fish and wildlife, and related purposes (including shore protection)
· Emergency management functions related to mobilization and continuity of Government missions as well as for preparedness, response, and recovery activities for a broad spectrum of natural disasters

· Managing overall military construction, civil works and research and development projects from planning to completion

· Responsible for coordinating and planning, design, cost engineering, maintenance and repair and environmental considerations for engineering projects of considerable scope and complexity

· Managing complicated resource, realty, construction, environmental, civil works, and other concerns resulting from multiple of customers; major technical issues, conflicting interests of Federal, state and local government agencies and private citizens
· Coordinate actions and decisions with all functions involved in a project and serves as the primary point of contact with external entities affected by projects
· Assures projects meets schedule, cost, and scope objectives established through negotiations with the customer and included in Project Management Plans

· Operation, maintenance, and repair of installation facilities

· Provides facilities engineering support to the Army in the field through engineering design, inspection of construction. master planning and utilization and space management for Army installations)
· Operation of natural resources and fish and wildlife programs, troop construction programs; and for support to the Army reserves
· Scientific investigations into natural phenomena, analysis of observed data to determine application to problems and the development of equipment, systems and software to produce solutions to operational and material needs
· Creation of new R&D projects to include identification of need, project development
marketing and carrying project to completion
· Develops and manages Civil Works actions relating to authorizing legislation
· Formulates and coordinates CW environmental policy; provides environmental technical support
· Develops, maintains and prepares for publication all planning protocols and procedures, and all benefit, cost, and environmental evaluation procedures and techniques
· Manages certain Corps programs: Flood Plain Management Services, Planning Assistance to States Programs
· Manages, executes, monitors Civil Works General Investigation and Continuing Authorities planning efforts; processes final reports
· Ensures facilities are built safe from the possible effects of fire and explosion

· Provides comprehensive services in site planning and design, to address a diverse range of considerations – from security to sustainability to levee safety

· Responsible for mechanical (Plumbing, HVAC and Fire Protection) design, construction, O&M applicable to the construction of military facilities both on and off military installations

· Directs technical aspects of engineering, construction management, environmental protection and restoration, operations, and maintenance and repair activities worldwide

· Performs duties related to data and technologies affiliated with GIS, Remote Sensing, and Survey & Mapping

· Plans, directs, coordinates and conducts a phase of activity that encompasses the concept, fabrication, tests and technical engineering control over projects directed towards the production mission of a heavy armor repair depot, which includes the repair, rebuild, and/or modification of tracked vehicle systems
· Provides drawings, sketches, specifications to manufacturing operations to direct the fabrication of components, fixtures, major and minor end items

· Directs or performs computations of strength, stresses, interior ballistics, etc., and prescribes and/or recommends principle dimensions, clearances, materials and manufacturing techniques related to facilities associated with weapon systems, components, and fixtures
· Applies a broad knowledge of diverse electronics engineering concepts and procedures, and applies knowledge of other technical and engineering disciplines in solving operational and maintenance problems
