Career Program CP-34:  Information Technology Management

DEFINITION:  
Career Program 34 (CP-34) is comprised of ≈15,000 members with the majority being in the IT Core Series: 2210, 0391, and 0301-i.  The IT Core Series (2210/391) with a population of ≈11,000 include Army Mission Critical Occupations (MCO) that is in high demand for meeting the IT/IA/Cybersecurity mission.  The 2210 series is a Department of Defense (DoD) Mission Critical Occupation (MCO) and accounts for ≈9,500 of the CP-34 population.

The Deputy CIO/G-6 serves as the CP Functional Chief and the Director CP-34 serves as the Functional Chief Representative.

Career Program Designation:

Managers assign Career Program designation to positions based on a comparison of duties and assigned responsibilities to the description of CP-34 including information technology, information management, visual information, telecommunications and librarian as described in the CP-34 Army Civilian Training Education and Development (ACTEDS) Plan.  When the preponderance of duties are representative of those described, the position description should be coded CP-34 and this decision reflected in both FASCLASS and in the Defense Civilian Personnel Data System.  When questions arise over the appropriate Career Program designation, the manager should contact CP-34 Career Program Management Office at itmcareers@hqda.army.mil for guidance.  The servicing CPAC HR advisor can assist in documenting the career program designator as required.
