SUBJECT: Interim Guidance for Information Management Specialist (GS-030 1-I) Vacancy Announcements in ITM/CP-34

Previously DACADS has provided vacancy announcement distribution for the Information Management Specialist (GS-03011) positions at the GS-13/15 level.

through the Civilian Personnel Online (CPOL) Home Page at: http://www.cpol.army.mil.

From the Homepage select Employment/Army's Vacancy Announcements/ Career

Program Positions.  Entries are searchable by series or geographic location.

As a backup to CPOL, the Office of Personnel Management (OPM) web vacancy announcement site, http://www.usajobs.opm.gov can be accessed for listings of vacancies through out the federal government.

ITMCareers, CP-34's upcoming web site is under development. ITMCareers will provide web-based programs and services, including job postings for the Information Management Specialist (GS-03011) vacancies. Conversion of job postings to the ITMCareers web site is expected around 1 January 2000.  Further guidance on accessing job postings for Information Management Specialist (GS-030 II) vacancies will be issued in a subsequent memorandum.

This interim guidance affects only the Information Management Specialist positions (GS-0301I) at the GS-13/15 level. Vacancies at the GS-13/15 level in other ITM/CP-34 professions continue to be managed under the Easy ACCES career referral system, and thus are not affected by the DACADS closing.
