When applicable coordination completed, assigned development proponent begins development efforts of HR software application.





MFAD retains C-C Software Development Record documentation for audit purposes and tracks status, as necessary.





Submit C-C Software Development Record through appropriate chain of command.





If the software proposal impacts modern DCPDS, MFAD will also obtain coordination and support from the Defense Civilian Personnel Management Service (CPMS).  





MFAD obtains the necessary Clinger-Cohen coordination and review of the documentation, e.g., with the Army Office of the Chief Information Officer/G-6 (CIO/G-6).








Proponent prepares Clinger-Cohen (C-C) documentation (C-C Software Development Record) that includes a copy of Concept Description originally submitted to CCB.





Army Configuration Control Board (CCB) approves proposed Army-unique and/or modern DCPDS software applications/changes (or leadership approves).
