Business Rules for generating offer, commit, decline, and rescind standard dates

The offer date, commit date, decline date, and rescind date fields (standard dates) are created from event history records, for use in calculations of RPA processing time.  These fields show the 'official' offer and commit date for each RPA, and the date the most recent job offer was declined or rescinded.  Each of these 'date fields' include both date and time; the time is always set to 12:00 P.M. (noon).

Important:  These standard dates apply only to fill actions.
BUSINESS RULES
1. There can be one or multiple job offers associated with a single RPA.

2. Multiple job offers can occur on the same day.

3. Each job offer is either:  open, accepted, declined, or rescinded.

4. Only the latest job offer can be open.  (i.e., only one job offer can be open at a time).  This is considered the "current offer".

5. Only the latest job offer can be accepted  (i.e., only one job offer can be accepted).  Accepting an offer means it is no longer open.  The date of the acceptance is the "commit date".  

6. The latest job offer can be declined or rescinded.  This means there is no "current offer".

7. All job offers prior to the latest job offer are (automatically) considered declined or rescinded.  Note:  an "earlier" job offer can be one that occurred on the same day as the "later" job offer.

8. A job offer & acceptance are documented 'explicitly', by the use of a JOB OFFER event code.

9. The rescinding of a job offer is documented 'explicitly', by the use of a JOB OFFER RESCINDED event code.  In effect, this event code 'nullifies' a JOB OFFER event code.

10. The declining of a job offer is documented 'explicitly', by the use of a JOB OFFER DECLINED event code, OR is documented 'implicitly', by the use of a 2nd (or 3rd, 4th, 5th, etc.) JOB OFFER event code (which automatically nullifies an earlier JOB OFFER event).

11. If a job offer is 'nullified' in more than one way (implicitly declined, explicitly declined, and/or explicitly rescinded), the earliest date will be used as the date declined or rescinded.

12. A JOB OFFER DECLINED or JOB OFFER RESCINDED event can 'nullify' a JOB OFFER event even if the fill source doesn't match.  [i.e., only the event dates are significant]

LOGIC

See logic steps below for generating:

   OFFER_DATE

   COMMIT_DATE

   DECLINE_DATE

   RESCIND_DATE

	OFFER DATE.

Data Field:  offer_date.

	The OFFER_DATE is the date of the latest job offer.  This offer must be open, or must have been accepted.

1.  A "job offer" is recorded using a JOB OFFER event history record (event code S16xxxxx).  It is based on the event's start_date.

2.  An "open" job offer is identified by a JOB OFFER event with a start_date, but no end_date.

3.  An "accepted", "declined", or "rescinded" job offer is identified by a JOB OFFER event with a start_date and an end_date.

[To determine whether a JOB OFFER was accepted, declined, or rescinded, business rules must be applied; see the COMMIT_DATE, DECLINE_DATE, and RESCIND_DATE logic for details.]

4.  If there are no JOB OFFER events present for an RPA, the OFFER_DATE will be blank.

5.  If all JOB OFFER events were declined or rescinded, the OFFER_DATE will be blank.

	COMMIT DATE.

Data Field:  commit_date.

	The COMMIT_DATE is the date of the acceptance of the latest job offer. 

1.  An "acceptance" is recorded using a JOB OFFER event history record (event code S16xxxxx).  It is based on the event's end_date.  Note: The RPA's fill_source is also derived from this event code.
2.  Commitment means the offer was accepted and was not later declined or rescinded.

3.  If multiple job offers were made on the Offer Date, the Commit Date is the date of the latest acceptance.

4.  If the latest JOB OFFER event is open (no end_date), the COMMIT_DATE will be blank.

5.  If there are no JOB OFFER events present for an RPA, the COMMIT_DATE will be blank.

6.  If there is no JOB OFFER event with an end_date, the COMMIT_DATE will be blank.

7.  If the latest JOB OFFER event was declined or rescinded, the COMMIT_DATE will be blank.

     [If the latest job offer was declined/rescinded, then all job offers were declined/rescinded.]

	DECLINE DATE.

Data Field:  decline_date.

	The DECLINE_DATE is the date of the most recently declined job offer. 

1.  A "declination" can be actual or implied.

a.  An "actual declination" is recorded using a JOB OFFER DECLINED event history record (event code S18xxxxx).  It is based on the event's start_date.  To be considered a 'valid declination', the start_date of the JOB OFFER DECLINED event must be greater than or equal to the end_date of a JOB OFFER event.

b.  An "implied declination" is when a 2nd JOB OFFER event history record (event code S16xxxxx) is entered for the same RPA.  All earlier JOB OFFER events are automatically declined.  [This rule also applies to a 3rd, 4th, 5th, etc., job offer].  The date of the declination is based on the later JOB OFFER event's start_date, or on the earlier JOB OFFER event's end​_date, whichever is earliest.

2.  If there is both an actual and implied declination for the same JOB OFFER, the earliest date will be used as the 'declination date'.  [Both types of declinations may exist when a job offer is followed by a second offer, and also followed by a JOB OFFER DECLINED event].

3.  If there is both a decline and a rescind for the same JOB OFFER, the earliest date will be used.

4.  If there are no JOB OFFER events present for an RPA, the DECLINE_DATE will be blank.

5.  If there were no declined job offers for an RPA, the DECLINE_DATE will be blank.  [This means there is only one JOB OFFER event present, and it is open or has been accepted or rescinded.]

	RESCIND DATE.

Data Field:  rescind_date.

	The RESCIND_DATE is the date of the most recently rescinded job offer. 

1.  A "rescinding" is recorded using a JOB OFFER RESCINDED event history record (event code S20xxxxx).  It is based on the event's start_date.  To be considered a 'valid rescinding', the start_date of the JOB OFFER RESCINDED event must be greater than or equal to the end_date of a JOB OFFER event.

2.  If there is both a decline and a rescind for the same JOB OFFER, the earliest date will be used.

3.  If there are no JOB OFFER events present for an RPA, the RESCIND_DATE will be blank.

4.  If there were no rescinded job offers for an RPA, the RESCIND_DATE will be blank.
