Business Rules for categorizing "CPOC employees"

An employee's Personnel Office Identifier (POI) shows the region that services the employee.  Civilian Personnel Office Identifier (CCPO-ID) shows the Civilian Personnel Advisory Center (CPAC) that services the employee.

For the human resources workforce figures in the Productivity reports, POI and CCPO-ID are used to show the employing location.  To facilitate this, the CCPO-IDs for Civilian Personnel Operations Center (CPOC) employees are changed to "C0" through "C9", so that those employees may be distinguished from CPAC employees employed at the same installation.

The CPAC employees' CCPO-IDs remain unchanged.

Note 1:   In rare cases, the POI for a CPOC employee doesn't match the region where the employee works, since a different region services that individual.  For this reason, the individual's POI is set to a value that matches the "C0" through "C9" CCPO-ID to ensure that the POI reflects the employing region, not the servicing region.

Note 2:   "ORG-STR" is Organization Structure Code, the 1 to 7 character identifier used to uniquely identify a position in combination with CCPO-ID, Command Code, and Unit Identification Code (UIC).  These data elements make up the Position's Organization Address (POA).

Note 3:   Southeast Region and National Capital Region values are obsolete after 2001.
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
