Opening Remarks – Carole Johnson

Presentation of New Concept Descriptions:

1. Resumix Skills Handbook.  (CD 2002-0006).  Allows a manager to query a database table for desired and required Resumix skills.  Access for a regional manager is provided via the Army Regional Toolkit.  Presented by Tom Caine.
Board disposition:  Approved, however, further analysis process necessary.
2. Injury Compensation Database.  (CD 2002-0007).  The database allows the program administrator to extract and manipulate data from existing sources (Dept of Labor/DoD), which in turn permits the creation of reports for statistical analysis in many different areas to support program management.  Presented by Gary Alexander.
Board disposition:  Proceed with additional research and demo of CECOM product.
3. DAMEWARE Software Purchase.  (CD 2002-0008).  Request for 5 copies of Dameware software.   Dameware software to be used as an add on to the remote control feature already in SMS.  Presented by Lisa Hopper and Jim Thrower.
Board disposition:  Approved pending satisfactory security test.   
4. MEDCELL Applicant Supply.  (CD 2002-0009).  The NC CPOC will be required to support the MedCell direct-hire authority mission for medical position in the very near future.  Automation support for this plan includes the capability to receive and maintain a resume inventory, and provide reports to medical community CPACs and managers.    Presented by Lee Smoot.
Board disposition:  Approved.  Letter prepared for Mr. Snyder’s signature to implement as an interim solution pending IBRS deployment.
5. Request for K460.  (CD 2002-0010).  Requesting excess K460 be authorized for Europe for the CSU or training database.   Presented by Lisa Hopper.
Board disposition:  Approved.
6. Modern DCPDS Functionality (CD 2002-0011).   FAB prepared CRT to restore manager’s ability to initiate mass actions.  This capability was removed due to secure view issues.  CPMS plans to wait until lli, but the field requests it earlier.  Presented by Nina Sparta.
Board disposition:  Hold.  Pending additional information from FAB about level of manager access. 
Submitted but not accepted for CCB consideration:  Outplacement Center Information concept submitted by the Pacific.  Jessie Lipscomb email to Ann McFadden on 5/9/02.   Presented by Jessie Lipscomb.

Review of Functional Concepts from 3/1/02 Army CCB meeting 

1. Modern Automated Scripting Tool (MASTER).  (CD 2002-0001)   At the March 1 CCB, Mr. Snyder asked for the “level of effort and impact” considering lli implementation would eliminate capability.  Allows bulk tasks in modern system to be automated.  The concept is an enhanced keystroke simulation (KISS) methodology.  Presented by Tom Caine.

2. Modern System Assistant for Dates and Local Remark Text.  (CD 2002-0002) Software that performs several functions related to simplifying processing actions in the modern system.  Additional functionality to be added to Army Regional Tools (ART).  Presented by Cindy Cassil.

3. Payroll Reconciliation (RECONanalysis).  (SCR 2002-0003) Access database for mismatch payroll reconciliation process.  Presented by Tom Caine.

Review of Previously Approved Concept Descriptions from 9/25/01 Army CCB meeting:

Functional Concepts – Presented by Jessie Lipscomb

1. SCR 2001-0004, Classification Army Regional Tool (CART) (formerly called Brucifer Concept).  Using Business Objects, the proposal is to create a web-based data retrieval and report generation application program for classification information.  
2. SCR 2001-0005, Classification Advisory Database.  Enhances the capability of Brucifier concept.  Documentation of classification advisory information such as:  date advisory sent, recommended title, series/grade.
3. SCR 2001-0006, Automated DEUCES Applicant Tracking.  Develop and activate an on-line Oracle-based system for applicants that apply under delegated examining procedures.  
4. SCR 2001-0007, OPF Inventory.  Develop an application that would use a hand-held bar code scanner to automatically read the OPF bar codes and subsequently interface with the OPF Tracker Systems data base to determine presence/absence/misfiles of OPFs.
Technical Concepts – Presented by Mary Kay Woodside

1. SCR 2001-02, Regional Unix Server Consolidation.  Allowed for decommissioning the majority of the K200-series boxes and allow for rightsizing and future proofing of the environment.
Status:  Completed

2. SCR 2001-03, eProject Enterprise 3.6.  Web-based project collaboration software created to improve organization effectiveness.
