Presentation of New Concept Description for consideration by CCB 

1.  5-Year Rotation Data – inclusion in Resumix/ Lisa Hopper/Evelyn Meaker..  Extract a field in DCPDS called 5 Year Overseas Tour NTE Date to include in a custom field in Resumix.  Include on Referral List % of candidates over 5 years similar to the statistics for EEO/Gender. (CD 2003-0004)

Presentation of New Concepts submitted for discussion 

1.  CLER Researcher/CPOCMA.  The concept is to be able to take the Discrepancy Listing file from the NFC – CLER website and upload it to a database.  The need for this is to specify the errors that we want to look at.  Another need for this is to split up the errors and distribute them to the teams (as a way to balance/distribute the workload).  (CD 2003-0007)

a. PPDD does not concur.

b. PSD concern with currently written concept due to infrastructure.

CCB results:  

· PPDD will check the status of the contract and provide feedback to the CCB.  

· NC/Barbara Scott and Linda Reynolds will layout the specs on this.  (Perhaps this could be implemented within our own architecture.)

2.   NPA Notification/CPOCMA.  When the CPOC approves the RPA an email will be automatically sent back to the originator informing them that the NPA is ready for printing.  This will allow the supervisor to print NPAs as needed to include those that are not effective on pay period. (CD 2003-0006)

· PSD will check on the impact of email service.

· If we get the portal before this is implemented, check on the impact.

3.  Watch Dog/PEO-EIS/PSD.  Purchased, delivered, tested and is currently running at the ACDC.  Since ACDC is a 24-hour operation, rebooting is not an option as it has been in the CPOCs.  Watch Dog software cleans the Citrix server of hanging ids automatically without requiring a server reboot.  (CD 2003-0005)

Standard Review and Analysis (CD 2003-003).  Develop a set of standard R&A reports that provide the information that our customers need to analyze & evaluate the personnel program at the customer's level.
