Army is to have 9 characters within the Modern DCPDS RPA number for system generated data.  It is our desire to utilize this capability to provide data that will be useful to the user as well as enhancing the gathering of productivity data.  The system administrator will cause the following data to generate by inserting it in the user's profile created during system set up:

Character 6          - A one character code (0-9) to identify the CPOC.

Characters 7-8     - CCPO-ID  Indicates which CPAC services the originator.

Characters 9-14   - UIC  Indicates which UIC the originator's position is within.

Sample RPA number:  99JUN0HTW4CMAA000001

We cannot have additional characters in this field beyond the 9 provided.  On balance, it is our opinion that the data we have chosen to display represents the most logical among possible choices.
